As your child’s school nurse, I want to remind you of the importance of making sure your children are up-to-date with all their vaccinations including Human Papillomavirus (HPV). Vaccines are the best way you can protect your child from a number of serious diseases, including cancers caused by HPV.
CDC, the American Academy of Pediatrics (AAP), the American Academy of Family Physicians (AAFP), and the National Association for School Nurses all agree that your preteen needs the HPV vaccine to protect against the infections that can cause HPV cancer. HPV infection is very common and causes more than 31,000 cases of cancer each year in the Unites States; that’s one case of cancer diagnosed every 17 minutes. Both boys and girls should complete the HPV vaccine series before age 13. Preteens need two doses of HPV vaccine, given six to twelve months apart. If you wait, your child may need three doses over six months. 
Protect your preteen and talk with your child’s clinician about what vaccines they need. You may also contact me with any questions.
